Ballroom Shoes

Texas Ballroom gives members the opportunity to order custom made shoes from www.SoulDancerUSA.com .  Shoes of this quality sold in Austin are cost twice the amount we charge for them; Texas Ballroom gets 'dealer' prices for their order each semester and make no profit on the venture.  There are two types of shoes for each gender: men’s modern, men’s Latin, women’s modern, and women’s Latin.  Latin shoes are meant for dancing Latin and rhythm dances such as samba or salsa.  Modern shoes are meant for dancing standard or smooth dances such as waltz or tango.  Women’s Modern shoes are split between standard and smooth.  Standard shoes are meant for dancing standard style whereas smooth shoes are meant for dancing American style dances.

FAQs

If you wish to purchase shoes here are some guidelines:

· Dance shoe sizes are different than normal shoe sizes.  A sizing chart can be found on www.souldancerusa.com and can be helpful in choosing a size.

· Orders are custom made, so there is no returning or exchanging.

· Dance shoes are not meant to be worn anywhere but a dance floor.

· If this is your first pair, buy either Latin or standard shoes based on which you dance most.  However, if you do not have a preference yet, men’s standard shoes and women’s Latin shoes are the most flexible.

· Women choose the satin to match your skin color. 

· For women, heel covers in plastic or suede will preserve the life of your shoe and prevent the nail in the heel from becoming exposed and ripping up the floor.  Suede heel covers will also make it easier to spin

· If you need help finding your dance shoe size, PLEASE COME to a practice from in AHG 136.  Officers will be there to help you!

Used Shoes

If you wish, there may be used shoes being sold by the club.  Ask the officers during class if there are any available.

Ordering

1. Using the pictures below, or looking at the Soul Dancer website, choose a style and material for your shoe.

2. Find an officer to help you measure your dance shoe size.  You can try on their shoes to make a good guess at what size you should be. Be cautious when choosing your size because you cannot return your shoes if you order the wrong size.

3. Fill out a shoe order form in AHG 136 during or before practice.

4. At the time of filling out the form, turn in a check made out to Texas Ballroom for $60 per pair. Shoe orders are due February 10th, 2012. 

5. The shoes will arrive in 5-7 weeks, after which Texas Ballroom will give an announcement.  You have 2 weeks to pick up your shoes, after which Texas Ballroom becomes the owner of the shoes and can resell them.
